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     One of the goals of Metro Denver Partners is to instill in our 
youth the importance of community involvement with the hope it 
will grow into a love for community service.  We want them to    
follow the path of volunteering so they, too, will be an impact in 
their community, and/or someoneôs life.   

     That is what Mahala is doing at her high school.  She was 
matched with her Senior Partner, Kristen Brumley, in October of 
2012.   However, her involvement with Metro Denver Partner     
began when she was 12 years old. She participated in our                 
Adolescent Females Group.  Currently Mahala is a Senior at Noel                 
Community Arts School in Denver.  Her Senior Partner, Kristen, is 
a Court Coordinator for Senate Bill 94. 

     In September of 2016, Mahala joined the STARS (Students Teaching About Relationships and Success) 
Mentoring Program at her school.  This is a student-led, peer mentoring program that gives upper-class       
students the opportunity to help guide younger students who are beginning their high school career. Mahala 
expressed that her desire to participate in this program was a direct result of her having a mentor in her life. ñI 
do not see Kristen as a mentor anymore,ò she notes.  ñShe is now more like family because of everything she 
has helped me with.ò  Mahala has also expressed that having a mentor ñé.has allowed me to find the good 
within myself and share that with other people.  Being in this great Partnership has provided me with the              
motivation to set goals that are assisting me in developing a better self.ò 

     Mahala continues to search for opportunities to develop her leadership skills.  In October, 
she attended the #LeadtheChangeCO Summit with three other Junior Partners.  The summit  
focused on promoting leadership skills and innovation by using creativity and social media.  

     This is just one of hundreds of Partnersô stories that emphatically shows the power of       
mentoring.  Our mentoring Partnerships go beyond having a friend that provides an outlet of 
fun.  Our mentors are advocates and role models who listen and share life experiences with the 
youth they are mentoring.  This relationship is valuable in many ways to the young person.  Itôs 
opening doors for our youth to envision a life filled with possibilities, and to work hard to 
achieve their goals, whatever they may be.  At the same time, our community service activities 

and Life-Skills sessions guide youth by setting a precedent for our mentees to continue to contribute to society 
as they become adults.  

      

     We need more mentors!  Over 60 kids are on our waiting           

list and would very much like to be matched soon.  Each one really wants 
a mentor!
